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Can Hindi Replace English as India’s Lingua Franca?

India is a nation which is known for multifarious cultures and
languages. The nation is thriving on linguistic plurality ranging from
Dravidian tongue of South India to Indo-Aryan languages of the North
India. Importantly enough, these two languages- English versus Hindi are
widely drawing attention which is deeply rooted in the country’s
intellectual and professional life.

Over
the decades, it expanded its role in education, governance, the judiciary,
and business. What is more, unlike Hindi, English became the shared
medium across regions. Presently, the existence of English in India is less
about colonial legacy and more about conscious acceptance by the young
generations who see it a pathway to mobility and opportunity for greater
employability.

Interestingly enough, English is acting undoubtedly as a national
bridge to its neutrality. Factually, Hindi may be dominant numerically in
most of the parts of the India but it carries the baggage of being associated
with the north that is why Southern states like Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Andhra
Pradesh etc. feel like an imposition of it. On the other hand, English, in
contrast, is not tied to any Indian region. It belongs to no single community
and cultural identity, and therefore, it does not overlap its linguistic
identity over another. This neutrality helps to maintain English as
acceptable to different parts of Indian states.

Momentously, India’s dream to rise on the apex stage on global level
is impossible without its adherence to English. Undeniably, in the field of
education and research, the importance of English is a must. It acts as the
language of science, technology, and higher education. Add to this, the
great encyclopedias of different subjects and research resources are still
found in English language only. Thus, it gives Indian students and
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professionals a direct access to the world’s best resources and
opportunities. The IT and outsourcing industries flourish because of India’s
English-speaking workforce. Global multinational companies choose India
partly for this linguistic advantage. Whether at the United Nations or
climate negotiations, English allows India to engage globally without
barriers. Replacing English with Hindi would mean shrinking these
connections and risking India’s competitive edge in an interconnected
world. Furthermore, most advanced research, technical books, and global
conversations are in English, and translating all that into Hindi would be
extremely difficult if not impossible.

Conclusively, the debate Hindi versus English should not pit as rivals.
Both languages are important and should coexist. Hindi has every right to
flourish as a cultural language, celebrated in literature, cinema, and daily
life. But English should remain the working lingua franca that ties India
internally and links it to the global stage. This balance allows India to
remain rooted in its heritage while embracing the opportunities of a
globalized future. The idea that Hindi might replace English as India’s
lingua franca is, in practice, unworkable. Hindi enjoys cultural and
demographic strength in many states but struggles with its recognition on
international reach. English, by contrast, is neutral, practical, globally
relevant and acceptable. The wiser path forward is not replacement Hindi as
lingua franca of English but need of the hour is to have a proper
coexistence and reciprocal acceptance of both languages: Hindi for cultural
identity, English for national unity and international engagement.

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The Art of Feeling: How Literature Makes Us Human

“Literature is the vital records of what men have seen in life, what
they have experienced of it, what they have thought and felt about these
aspects of it which have the most immediate and enduring interest for all
of us. It is thus fundamentally an expression of life through the medium of
language.” W.H Auden

Words on a page are only one aspect of literature. It is the container
for our shared experiences, emotions, and hardships. It is the intersection
of our imagination and memories that create stories that cut across
centuries and cultural boundaries. Literature has a deeper, more subtle
function than simply being beautiful or entertaining; it develops our
sensibility, piques our empathy, and helps us become more fully realized
human beings. Reading allows us to experience more than just words; it
allows us to understand what it means to be human; trains us to pay
attention to the small, unheroic details that actually shape our emotional
and moral world.

Basically, ‘sensibility’ is our ability to truly feel and respond to the
environment we live in. It is a sophisticated perspective; a sensitivity to
the subtleties of life that we frequently overlook in our haste. Literature
helps us develop this by pulling us into situations, perspectives, and tough
choices that demand more than just a quick judgment.

The poet William Wordsworth in his essay said that poetry is "the
spontaneous overflow of powerful feelings, it takes its origin from emotion
recollected in tranquility.” His words remind us that literature is not
separate from life; it is deeply connected to it, asking us to reflect on both
beauty and sorrow. Novels, too, sharpen our sensibility by making us slow
down. If sensibility refines our perception, empathy deepens our
connection. Literature gives us a direct line into lives that are not our own,
dissolving the lines between "I1" and "you," "self" and "other."

The poet Amrita Pritam, in her powerful poem Ajj Aakhaan Waris
Shah Nu, cries out in anguish over the horrors of the Partition: “Today, I
call Waris Shah, ‘Speak from your grave’ / And turn the page of love’s
book, O poet of the Punjab...” Through her grief, we do not just feel one
woman’s pain, but the collective trauma of millions. Her words force us to
feel, not just to know.

Khushwant Singh does something similar in his novel, Train to
Pakistan. He writes about the violence of Partition without easy
moralizing, showing us how ordinary villagers are forced into impossible
choices. The book helps us see not just faceless refugees or rioters, but

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real people who are tender, fearful, and capable of both cruelty and
sacrifice.

“Empathy is not born from abstract ideas; it is born from the
intimacy of a story.” Literature, by teaching us to imagine the inner lives
of others, becomes a quiet but powerful force against narrow-mindedness.
At its core, literature helps expand our understanding of what it means to
be human. In certain stories, myths, and poems, we encounter the big
questions of life: Who are we? Why do we suffer?

Shakespeare’s Hamlet famously says, “What a piece of work is man!
How noble in reason, how infinite in faculty!” Yet his own despair shows
us the paradox of being human: our greatness is always mixed with our
flaws. The Mahabharata echoes this truth, stating, “Time cooks all beings,
and Time reduces them to ashes.” Meaning that our lives are fleeting, but
our struggles and strivings give us dignity.

Modern Indian literature continues this exploration. Khushwant Singh
strips away hypocrisy with humor and honesty, forcing us to face
uncomfortable truths about ourselves. Arun Kolatkar, whether through a
piece like Meera, where he weaves together the sacred and the ordinary, or
through An OIld Bicycle Tyre, where a discarded object becomes a lens to
view the city’s underbelly; his poems spring from the textures of everyday
life, the pulse of the streets, and his unflinching eye for human nature.
Amitav Ghosh, with his global stories, shows us that our lives are never
truly isolated; they are woven together by history, migration, and memory.
And Amrita Pritam insists that love and pain are two sides of the same
human coin. Together, these voices remind us that being human is not
about being perfect; it is about the struggle to stay compassionate in a
world that often tries to harden us.

In a world obsessed with what’s useful, literature might seem fragile
or even unnecessary. But its power lies in its very gentleness. It does not
command or force; it whispers, it persuades, it awakens. It teaches us to
pay attention, to be compassionate, to be fully human. Literature is "the
moral imagination in its highest form," according to critic George Steiner.
Nothing else has the ability to refine our sensibility, awaken our empathy,
and expand our humanness like literature does. To embrace it is to enter
the depth of our common humanity; to ignore it is to run the risk of losing
our humanity.

In previous generations, being well-read was a sign of intelligence
and refinement. Today, this perception has weakened. Reading is no longer
seen as a status symbol or a popular hobby among the youth. Social
influence plays a significant role—when peer groups are more interested in
discussing the latest Netflix series or viral trend than the latest novel, the
motivation to pick up a book naturally decreases.

However, it’s important to note that the culture of reading hasn’t
disappeared entirely—it has merely transformed. E-books, audio books, and
online reading platforms have introduced new ways to engage with
literature.

So how can we revive the fading culture of reading? The answer lies
in small, deliberate actions.

The act of reading
and digesting a lengthy text over time strengthens concentration, patience,
and the ability to think critically—skills that are increasingly rare in
today’s world of rapid digital consumption.

The decline of reading is also evident in educational settings.
Students, who once relied heavily on books for research and learning, now
often turn to online sources for quick answers. With the rise of online
learning and research tools like Google and Wikipedia, the need for books
seems to diminish. Libraries, which were once centers of knowledge and
community, are now seeing decreased foot traffic, as more students and
individuals turn to digital devices for research and study materials.

Despite this, libraries continue to offer valuable resources, such as
quiet spaces for focused work, community programs, and access to books
that may not be available digitally.
